Croatia's Dalmatian Coast along the eastern Adriatic offers a
wonderland of deep-blue seas, magical islands, Roman ruins,
and medieval towns rarely visited by American travelers. Y our
vacation starts in the magnificent walled city of Dubrovnik,
which looks just as it did in medieval times. A drive along the
Adriatic Coast takes you to Split to see its Roman, Renaissance
and Gothic heritage. Continue to beautiful Plitvice Lakes
National Park. You'll next return to the coast to visit the resort
city of Opatija. Travel North into Slovenia, with its varied and

magnificent landscape. Here the Julian Alps provide stunning
scenery. Travel to Postojna where you'll see the largest caves in
Europe. A miniature electric train takes you on your visit of these
spectacular caves. Proceed to Bled in the Julian Alps where you'll
see the splendid Bled Castle, located on a cliff high above a lake.
You will see Slovenia's capital, Ljubljana, a historic city adorned
with Barogue and Habsburg buildings. Finally a visit to historic
Zagreb, capital of Croatia, where you complete your adventure to
the Dalmatian Coast.

Day 1 Fri DEPART USA
Depart USA to Croatia. Y our flight includes meals, drinks, and
in-flight entertainment for your journey.

Day 2 Sat DUBROVNIK

Arrive in Dubrovnik and transfer to your hotel. Balance of the
day at leisure. This evening, a welcome dinner and orientation
at your hotel. Situated on the Dalmatian coast, Dubrovnik
flourished for centuries as a dominant Mediterranean sea pow-
er. The wealth it gained from its mercantile efforts is reflected
in its profusion of Gothic, Barogque, and Renaissance churches,
monasteries, palaces, and fountains, earning the city the moni-
ker “Pearl of the Adriatic.” Medieval ramparts encircle the city
-- among the finest and most complete in Europe -- and allow
entry at only two gates. (D)

Day3 Sun DUBROVNIK

Enjoy awalking tour of “Old Dubrovnik.” the old harbor, and
St. Laurence Fortress. See magnificent Sponza Palace, notable
for its columned courtyards and elaborate stone carvings. Walk
along the highly polished limestone streets to the 14th-century
Franciscan Monastery, with a cloister that is one of the most
inspiring sites in the city; see the Italian baroque Church of St.
Blaise; and the impressive Rector’s Palace. Balance of the day
isat leisure. (B)

Day4 Mon SPLIT

Depart Dubrovnik and travel along the beautiful coast of the Adri-
atic Seato Split. A tour of Split includes the Roman, Renaissance,

and Gothic heritage of this historic city. In A.D. 295, the Roman
emperor Diocletian, infamous for his persecution of early Chris-
tians, built his retirement palace in Split -- now Croatia' s second-
largest city. Today, the hundreds of buildings within the palace
complex have evolved to house shops, cafés, and private residenc-
es. Explore the well-preserved complex, the impressive Temple of
Jupiter, and the giant statue of Grgur Ninski -- a Croatian reli-
gious leader from the 10th century. (B, D)

Day5 Tue TROGIR-PLITVICELAKES

Drive north along the coast to Trogir, home to artists and scholars
from around the world. Journey inland to Plitvice Lakes National
Park, a UNESCO World Heritage site. Discover the breathtaking
scenery of this natural wonder which includes 16 terraced lakes
surrounded by thickly wooded mountans and lush vegetation.

Day6 Wed OPATIJA -POSTOJNA -BLED

Return to the Coast to the Beautiful Bay of Kvarner, and visit
Opatija, a popular resort in Croatia. Head north to Postojnain Slo-
venia. Tour the largest cavesin Europe viaminiature electric train.
These mysterious caves were created by water over thousands of
years. You'll see strange, and beautiful sights at every turn. Then

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Day7 Thu BLED

The Old Town retains the charm of a its ancient
past, with curving cobblestone streets; a quiet
river that meanders between centuries-old build-
ings, handsome plazas with statues and fountains,
and a patchwork of red-tiled roofs. Y our morning
sightseeing includes a visit to Bled Castle, locat-
ed on a cliff high above a lake. The entrance
through the outer walls, shows you its Gothic
arch and a fascinating medieval drawbridge. The
last buildings added to the castle complex were
built during the Barogue period. Balance of the
day isat leisure. (B)

Day 8 Fri LJUBLJANA-ZAGREB
Travel to Ljubljana, the heart of Slovenia. Lju-
bljana became the capital for all Slovenians in
1918, when the Austro-Hungarian monarchy col-
lapsed. Founded by the Romans, inhabited or
invaded over the centuries by diverse peoples,

Ljubljana has arich historical legacy. Your visit
here will include the open-air market, City Hall,
Robba’'s Fountain, the Three Bridges, and the
Parliament. Continue to Zagreb, capital of Croa-
tia. Zagreb consists of the Upper Town, the his-
toric center of the city with many ancient build-
ings; the Lower Town, constructed at the turn of
the 19th century; and New Zagreb, an area of
modern architecture built since World War 11. (B,
D)

Day 9 Sat ZAGREB

This morning enjoy a Zagreb city tour of the his-
toric Upper Town. See St. Mark’s Church, St.
Catherine's Church, the Cathedral, the Parlia-
ment and the Government Palace. Balance of
day at leisure. (B)

Day 10 Sun RETURN USA
Transfer to the airport for your return flight. (B)
