
DAY 1, Wednesday - Depart USA
Depart USA for Serbia. Your flight includes meals, drinks
and in-flight entertainment for your journey.

DAY 2, Thursday - Arrive Belgrade

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DAY 5, Sunday - Dubrovnik City Tour
This morning, tour “Old Dubrovnik” on foot. View the Francis-
can Monastery, the Bell Tower Clock, St. Laurence Fortress
and the Sponza and Rector‘s Palace. Balance of the day at lei-
sure.
